The Parable of the Unforgiving Servant:

A servant owes his master a large sum of money; the man throws himself on the mercy of his master and pleads, “Be patient with me…and I will pay in full.”  The master, moved…by this…, releases the man and even aggress to cancel his debt.  Yet the man no sooner leaves…he encounters a fellow-servant who owes him money.  Grabbing him by the throat he orders, “Pay me what you owe.”  When the master learns of this, he summons the man he had forgiven, punishes him severely, and reinstates his debt.
