European Conquest in Southeast Asia

In the western hemisphere, Europeans conquered indigenous peoples, built territorial empires, and established colonies.  In the eastern hemisphere, Europeans were generally unable to force their will on the Asian people due to their population and centralized states. Therefore, Europeans traded peacefully in Asian waters aside other cultures. There were two exceptions…Philippines and Indonesia
